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John 7:35:  
“…will he go unto the dispersed among the Gentiles, and teach the 
Gentiles?” 

 
II Kings 17:23:  
“…So was Israel (10 ½ tribes) carried away out of their own land to 
Assyria unto this day.” 

 
Matthew 10:6: 
“But go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel.” 
 
James 1:1: 
“James, a servant of God and of the Lord Jesus Christ, to the twelve tribes 
which are scattered abroad, greeting.”  
 

     In the proof of Israel – Divorced Israel, we learned that Jehovah God “divorced” Israel 
and put her out of his sight. 
 
    We now learn just why Our Lord put Israel out of his sight – dispersed her into other 
nations. 
 
     Our Lord is the one God among numerous gods of the world.  He wants this story told 
– he tried to convince the Pharaoh (King – leader) of Egypt during Moses’ day; but 
Pharaoh would not believe it.  Now God will convince the world who true Israel really is, 
and He will do it by giving the identity back to Israel, after approximately 1700 years of 
divorcement! 
 
     We must realize, however, that our lord never really forsook Israel.  We know this 
because he told us so in His word.  Even after He had “dispersed” Israel, He drove them 
west from the Caucasus Mountains. 
 
     They sailed the Seven Seas as Phoenicians, scaled the mountains as Scyilians, lived in 
the plains of Medes and Persians, disintegrated the Roman Empire as Goths and 
Visigoths, occupied the Iberian Peninsula as Iberians, (Iberia – Hebrew word for 
Hebrew), Hibernia (Ireland), settled Greece as Macedonians, settled the Stallion 
Peninsula as Etruscans, and pioneered Europe as Gauls, Galatians, Danes, Normans, 
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Frisians, Anglos, Saxons, Swedes, Vikings, Celts, Celt Iberians, Scythians, Galileans, and 
myriad other names. 
 
  For example, Flavius Josephus made mention of the fact that “ the Children of Israel” 
were settled in Arsareth (Creirea) and “they numbered in the multitudes.” 
     Esdras mentioned them in (________). 
 
     Now when Jesus Christ walked the shores of Galilee, the Kingdom of Israel had been 
gone from the land for over seven hundred years. (721 B.C. – Assyrian Captivity)  Two 
thirds of the land had been re-peopled by Assyrians. (Colored people.)  For almost six 
hundred years (585 B.C.) the Kingdom of Judah had been in Babylonian Captivity with 
the remainder of the “Promised Land” re-peopled with Babylonians!  Only some 43,000 
(not all Israelites) returned to Jerusalem after 70 years of captivity. Ezra 2:64 
 
     As is plainly seen, there were not many Israelites (white) in the entire land!  Now, 
these people multiplied for some five centuries in the land given by God to Israel before 
Christ came.  We, who believe Christ was God-in-the-flesh, certainly knew who were of 
his Chosen race and who were not! 
 
     When he was on the shores of the Mediterranean teaching some of His disciples: 
 

Matthew 15:22-27: 
“ behold, a woman of Canaan came out of the same coasts, and cried unto 
him, saying, Have mercy on me, O Lord, thou son of David; my daughter 
is grievously vexed with a devil.  But he answered her not a word. And his 
disciples came and besought him, saying, Send her away; for she crieth 
after us. But he answered and said, I am not sent but unto the lost sheep of 
the house of Israel.  Then came she and worshipped him, saying, Lord, 
help me.  But he answered and said, It is not meet to take the children's 
bread, and to cast it to dogs.  And she said, Truth, Lord: yet the dogs eat 
of the crumbs which fall from their masters' table. “ 
 

     Folks, we must take these closing moments to “rightly divide” the above scripture so 
that they will perhaps make sense to you for the very first time! 
 
     You first learned that Jesus was “feeding his sheep.”  God’s word tells us that the 
“sheep” are Israel, His chosen race.  We can know that they are not Jews because they 
did not believe on, or in, Him and He told us that He “Came only to the lost sheep of the 
House of Israel.” 
 
    From the woman, we learn that she was represented as a “dog” (unbeliever) who was 
happy to get the crumbs from the “Bread of Life” which Our Lord was giving freely to 
some Israelites Judeans, who could be called “Jews” simply because they lived in Judea, 
and who were given “ears to hear, and eyes to see.”  Matt 13:16 
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    So in a nutshell we now know that only Israelites (the “Children of Israel”) were called 
“Sheep” (God’s Chosen), his word is the “bread”, and the “whomsoever” were called 
“dogs!” 
 
    Folks, this does not mean that God does not love the “whomsoever,” it only means that 
He did not make Robots; He made individuals who may or may not believe in, and 
worship Him.  Therefore, He “formed” a race of people Genesis 2:7 whom he named 
Israel, (he who rules with God).  God sent His “only begotten Son” Jesus Christ to the 
earth at a point in time to be a revelation of Himself to the world – “God so loved this 
world” that He made sure that He would have some believers in Him, so he elected this 
chosen race of Israelites to execute His plan here on earth!  Therefore, he came only to 
this elected people, they, as a race, saw Him and believed that He was the promised one, -
they heard Him, and believed His message.     
 
     The Jews, through Judas, were chosen also, but for a different purpose!  They were 
chosen to betray John 13:2 Jesus, and Crucify Him, and they subsequently lived up to 
their calling regardless of how hard they try to deny their responsibility for the 
crucifixion.  Listen: 
 

Luke 23:4 
Then said Pilate to the chief priests and to the people, I find no fault in 
this man. 
 
Luke 23:21 
But they cried, saying, Crucify him, crucify him. 
 
Matthew 27:24-25 
“…When Pilate … and washed his hands before the multitude, saying, I 
am innocent of the blood of this just person: see ye to it. Then answered 
all the people (Jews), and said, His blood be on us, and on our children.” 
 

     Perhaps now we can “see and believe” that our God knows what He is doing!  They 
(the Jews) asked for “His blood to be upon them,” and God gave them their wish.  This is 
why they have been persecuted over the years and driven out of every Christian country! 
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
